     Following are some suggested responses (or 

points to be made if you have an actual back-and-

forth conversation) when confronted with the follow-

ing comments while sidewalk counseling.  You will 

notice that many of these suggested responses refer 

the woman to a pregnancy resource center. This 

underscores that our goal is to direct the woman 

away from the abortion facility and to the pregnancy 

resource center;  that is, we do not have to have all 

the answers for the woman, but we do have to have 

the knowledge that abortion is never the answer and 

that there is a whole network of resources to help her.  

Remember, these are just initial responses;  there’s 

more that can be said to respond to each comment.  

Contact Pro-Life Action Ministries or your local side-

walk counseling leaders to learn more. 

 

“Where is Planned Parenthood (Whole Woman’s, 

etc.)?” 

     You can ignore this question and continue focusing 

on your messages of help, humanity of the baby, and 

the harm of abortion.  If it’s not easy just to ignore the 

question, you could use one of the following lines: 

     “I’m sorry, I can’t direct you there, but I can show 

you the center where they will provide real help for 

you and your baby” or “I can’t tell you where that is 

because they hurt babies and women there.” 

 

“You don’t know my situation!” 

     “Let’s talk about it so I can see how we might be 

able to help you.  Whatever situation you are in, an 

abortion will make things worse.” (Note:  As sidewalk 

counselors, we address this mentality by incorporat-

ing both facts and testimonies in our message to 

abortion clients [in our brochures and words].  Facts 

have the benefit of applying to everyone: for example, 

the fact that abortion kills an innocent human being 

does not vary with the woman’s situation or of the 

child’s conception.  Testimonies have the benefit of 

relating to the personal, experiential side of the issue, 

and disarming the sense of “personal attack” that 

people may feel with facts alone.) 

 

Quit harassing us, this is hard enough already!”    

     “I understand this is hard, but abortion will make  

things worse in the long run.  We’re here to help you 

through this difficult time.” 

“Are you going to raise my baby?” 

     This is usually a red herring, but you can respond, 

“If you are serious about adoption, I can refer you to 

a good adoption agency where you can talk about 

that in detail.  We also personally know couples who 

want to adopt.” 

“Adoption?  You think I’m going to carry this baby 

for nine months and then just give it away!?” 

     “Okay; how can we help you KEEP your baby?” 

 

“My boyfriend isn’t around anymore.” 

     “I’m sorry to hear that.  But circumstances change, 

and it’s possible that you will meet a nice man in the 

future who will love you and accept your baby. And, 

remember, even though your boyfriend isn’t around, 

you will have this child the rest of your life and this 

child may be the one who will be a help to you when 

no one else is around.” 

 

“We can’t afford this baby.”   

    “We can help you financially, there are many 

resources listed in this literature, and the pregnancy 

centers have even more resources. Things could 

change for the better by the time this baby is born.  

There are free training programs for job skills; some 

of them even pay you while you are being trained. 

Trust God and let us help you.” 

 

“I already have three kids!” 

     “I’m sure you love each of your other children;  this 

child is just as precious and unique as they are. You 

would love this baby too.  The older children might 

even be able to help with this one.  At least as they 

get older, they can play together.  Do you appreciate 

your own brothers and sisters?” 

 

“I’ve already made my decision.” 

     “You can still change your mind; it’s not too late. 

Women have changed their minds at the very last 

minute and are so grateful when they’re holding their 

baby in their arms.” 

 

“I’m fine.” 

     “Your baby won’t be fine if you go in there.  And 

many women really regret their abortions afterwards.”
